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· Exit Paulist Center, turn left on Park Street

· At corner, turn left on Tremont Street

· Cross at Crosswalk at Bromfield Street (second street on right)

· Turn left at Province Street

· Turn left up Province House Steps

· Marliave Restaurant is on the left at top of the steps
1. Paulist Center - Our church stands on the site of the colonial era Town Pound and the nineteenth-century offices of Atlantic Monthly.

2. Boston Common - America's oldest public park dates to 1634 and is the beginning of Boston's Emerald Necklace.

3. Massachusetts State House - Designed by Charles Bulfinch, it's been home to state government since 1798 and is one of the earliest and most influential Federal style buildings.

4. Park Street T Station - America's first subway went underground in 1897 and this is the oldest stop.

5. Park Street Church - Also known as "brimstone corner," this Peter Banner church built in 1810 was the site of William Lloyd Garrison's first anti-abolition speech.  

6. Orpheum Theatre - Tchaikovsky, Brahms, and the Boston Symphony Orchestra made their American debuts here in the 19th century.  More recently, the Rolling Stones played an intimate concert in the worn, 150-year old theater.

7. Granary Burial Ground - The final resting place of such luminaries as Paul Revere, Samuel Adams, John Hancock, the victims of the Boston Massacre, and allegedly Mother Goose.

8. Province House Steps - All that remains of the elegant mansion where the colonial governors of Massachusetts Bay lived in the eighteenth century.

9. The Littlest Bar - Licensed to hold only 38 patrons.  Get a pint now as the bar is slated for demolition this fall.

10. Marliave Restaurant - Boston's oldest Italian restaurant where a tasty meal awaits you tonight!
